LILYDALE CITY COUNCIL MEETING
May 14, 2012
Present – Mayor Anita Pampusch; Council Members Warren Peterson, Marilyn Lundberg, John Diehl, and Robert Bullard; Tom Lehmann, Attorney; Sgt. Brian Convery, Mendota Heights Police Dept.; David Neameyer, Building Inspector; Mary Schultz, City Clerk; and Lois Owen, Assistant.
Others Present – Jeff Weiss, City Engineer, Jim Maher and Roxanne Sands, Lilydale Planning Commission; Mindy Michael of Kaas Wilson Architects; Sandy Harrick, Lilydale Garden Center and Danielle Cabot, Patch Reporter.

The City Council meeting was called to order at 4:30 p.m. by Mayor Pampusch.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Agenda – Motion made by Councilmember Lundberg, seconded by Councilmember Diehl to approve the agenda.  Passed 5-0.
Minutes – Motion made by Councilmember Diehl, seconded by Councilmember Peterson to approve the April 9, 2012 Minutes. Passed 5-0.

City Civil Attorney Report – Attorney T. Lehmann for M. O’Brien
-Tobacco Ordinance Violation, BP – There has been a second violation within one year at BP where a compliance check was done and the employee sold tobacco to a minor.  Motion by Councilmember Diehl, Seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to fine BP $50.00 and also send them a letter saying that it’s a $50.00 fine and that this is the second one to occur in a 12-month period.  Passed 5 – 0.  Attorney Lehmann also will check on the previous tobacco violation in order to include this in the letter.
-Liquor Ordinance Violation, Moose Country – Attorney Lehmann reported Moose Country owner, Joe Schaefer has agreed to pay a $1,000 fine for the Best Practices liquor violation incurred in December 2010.  Motion made by Councilmember Diehl, Seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to impose a $1,000 fine on Moose Country for a liquor violation.  Passed 5-0. 
Attorneys Lehmann and O'Brien are working with Chief Aschenbrener on a proposed amendment to the city liquor ordinance.  The amendment would take out the word “display" and require patrons of the bar to be out of the establishment by 2:10 a.m.  A draft will be ready for review by the Council at the June meeting.  
City Criminal Attorney Report – Attorney T. Lehmann
Attorney Lehmann reported that there has been an increase in gasoline drive-offs which ends up costing the city money to prosecute.  He wants to do more research on the increased incidence and will bring it to the Council at a later date.

Building Official Report – D. Neameyer – Neameyer reported there were the usual permits with nothing unusual to report.  Construction on the senior building is ahead of schedule with sheetrock being installed on the fourth floor at this time.

Police Report – Sgt. Brian Convery reported in the absence of Chief Aschenbrener.  He said there have been an increase in burglaries in Mendota Heights, but not in Lilydale.

Resolution 12-09 – Joint Powers Agreement for Road Names and Address Database – Motion made by Councilmember Peterson, seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to approve Resolution 12-09 approving the Joint Powers Agreement.  Passed 5 – 0.

Clerk’s Report
-Financial Report – Clerk Schultz presented the financial reports for April. Motion made by Councilmember Diehl, seconded by Councilmember Peterson to approve the April financial reports.  Passed 5 – 0.
-Lift Station Update – City Engineer, Jeff Weiss reported that the elevated sewer flow problem has continued and a cause has not been found.  The flow is 16% higher than the previous year, which could result in at least a 16% increase in wastewater charges in 2013.  Next week several manholes will be checked in the early morning hours to identify any excess flow.  Some possible causes are a crack or something wrong at the lift station.  He will report back on his findings.
-BP Sign Permit Application – Clerk Schultz reported that a contractor had submitted a sign permit application for a LED sign at the BP Station.  The existing sign will remain but the price panel will be replaced with non-flashing LED lights.  The change would be in compliance with the city's sign ordinance and therefore not require Council approval.  Schultz wanted to make the Council aware of the application before issuing the permit, since the topic of signs has been a sensitive issue.  Jim Maher expressed his displeasure of lighted signs in Lilydale and questioned how we want our city to look.   
-Tennis Club Site Phase II Update – Mindy Michael of Kaas Wilson Architects spoke on Lance Lemieux’s application for a Concept/Final Development Plan to amend the PUD District #15. The City has begun the review process which should be completed soon.  If the plan has been found to be complete, the city must approve or deny the request within 60 days.  However, the city planner intends to provide notice to the applicant to extend the time period since the Council will not meet on the issue until July 9th following receipt of comments from the DNR.  The plan is for a Planning Commission meeting on June 18, 2012 to review the application; the Public Hearing will be July 9th and it  will then be on the July 9th Council agenda.
Mayor’s Report
Mayor Pampusch reported that the Lilydaze Festival will be at the River Bluff Center, in the middle of the main parking area. The sponsorship letter will go out this week to all businesses in Lilydale.
Mayor Pampusch also reported that she would like to expand a meeting with Colony Townhomes and stakeholders (such as MNDOT, Dakota County and the DNR) to include other homeowner's associations and residents who have also expressed concerns related to the bluff.  The forum would serve as an efficient means to address a range of issues such as erosion, invasive species, and clear cutting, and provide an opportunity to clarify the issues and suggest solutions.  It was suggested that Jeff Weiss, City Engineer, be present.  Mayor Pampusch noted the city would simply serve as the convener as a public service and would not be responsible for taking any other action.
Other Business
Sandy Herrick of Lilydale Garden Center spoke and said she is very upset that she was not notified of the construction taking place on TH13/Sibley Memorial Hwy. outside her store, which has resulted in a significant loss of business during one of their busiest times of year.  She made a strong request that all work on the Xcel Energy gas main be completed by Memorial Day weekend so it would not affect their business further.  Clerk Schultz reported that she had been in contact with Xcel Energy regarding the lack of notice provided to the City and Garden Center.  Clerk Schultz noted  Xcel was working off a utility permit approved in October, 2011, and the project had been postponed until now.  She will contact Xcel to request the work be completed quickly.
There being no further business, there was a motion by Councilmember Diehl, seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to adjourn the meeting.  Passed 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
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
