LILYDALE CITY COUNCIL MEETING
June 11, 2012
Present – Mayor Anita Pampusch; Council Members Warren Peterson, Marilyn Lundberg, John Diehl, and Robert Bullard; Michael O’Brien, City Civil Attorney; Michael Aschenbrener, Mendota Heights Chief of Police; David Neameyer, Building Inspector; Mary Schultz, City Clerk; and Lois Owen, Assistant.
Others Present – Jeff Weiss, City Engineer, Jim Maher and Roxanne Sands, Lilydale Planning Commission; and Anna Schier, Patch Reporter.
The City Council meeting was called to order at 4:30 pm by Mayor Pampusch. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Agenda –  Motion by Councilmember Diehl, seconded by Councilmember Bullard to approve the agenda.  Passed 4-0.  (Councilmember Peterson arrived after the vote.)  Mayor Pampusch noted item six (6) on the Agenda will be removed since Tom Lehmann could not be at this meeting.
Minutes – Councilmember Lundberg noted a typo on page two, the word "Life" should be "Lift".  She also stated under the “BP Sign Permit Application" the minutes should show that the council gave direction to the planning commission to look at the LED light issue.  The Council agreed that a suggestion was made that the planning commission look into the signage issue and no motion was made; however, it was unclear that they were given a directive.  Motion by Councilmember Diehl, seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to approve the May 14, 2012 Minutes with the corrected typo "lift" station and consider whether we wish to formalize a commission to the planning commission about signage.  Passed 5-0.
City Civil Attorney Report –Mike O’Brien – Attorney O’Brien said Tom Lehmann and Chief Aschenbrener are working on revisions to the city liquor ordinance and it should be ready for presentation at the next council meeting.
Building Official Report – David Neameyer – Neameyer said there was very limited building activity in the last month. The Lilydale Senior Living is on schedule with the bulk of the work inside and a scheduled opening for sometime in October 2012. 
Councilmember Lundberg brought up a question having to do with the new downspout that was installed by River Pointe when they re-roofed their building. The downspout now apparently is causing runoff damage to a stairway on the hillside of Lexington Riverside Condominiums.  She questioned if the problem was a violation of the city's water resources management policy or a building code issue.  Neameyer said that the city building code is silent on issues of this nature.  There was some discussion as to whether the roofing permit should have required a stormwater management plan.  It was noted that a new roof and downspouts would not be considered a land disturbance which is restricted to changing the imperviousness of a surface.  It was suggested that Jeff Weiss and Attorney O'Brien look into the issue further to see if it is a possible policy or ordinance violation.  Not all Council members agreed that it was a city issue.  It was concluded that the first step should be for the manager of Lexington Riverside to contact River Pointe to discuss the situation and work out a solution.  Attorney O’Brien agreed with this as a first step. Councilmember Lundberg will suggest this initial action to the manager of Lexington Riverside.  
Police Report – Chief Mike Aschenbrener – Chief Aschenbrener reported that he is working with Dakota County emergency management staff on a standard process for the city to follow in emergency situations.  He will be consulting with Attorney Lehmann and Clerk Schultz on recent compliance checks.  Lastly, he noted there has been a big increase in burglaries but that the investigations into them are moving forward actively. 
Engineer Report – Jeff Weiss – Weiss reported on new water quality requirements and the potential impacts on cities in the watershed district.  He said that several Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) studies are being conducted on watershed areas in proximity to Lilydale including Pickerel Lake, the lower Minnesota River Watershed, and the lower Mississippi River to see if water quality standards set by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency are being met.  The studies are ongoing and won’t be completed for several years.  Interstate Valley Creek was found to have a spike in fecal coliform, and although it is not currently being studied, it will be monitored.  Once conclusive results are reached, Lilydale may have to retrofit its existing storm water systems.  Councilmember Bullard stated there would be some financial impact to the City and therefore the City should work on building up the “Storm Water Fund”.  He also asked Weiss to make copies of appropriate documents from the Lower Mississippi River Watershed Management Organization for the Council.
- Lift Station Flow Update. Weiss stated that a middle of the night investigation of manholes around the city and the subsequent televising of the sewer line in Lexington Court found two manholes in Lexington Court have cracks.  The total flow is of a similar magnitude of the increase of flow at the lift station.  He noted one manhole was clearly allowing water to enter the sanitary sewer system and the other was inconclusive but in an area susceptible to groundwater infiltration.  Both manholes are locked in the Lexington Court sewer trunk line and therefore they will be responsible for the cost of the repairs.  The televising report also showed infiltration problems at some service connections to the line in the area where the line is sagging.  Weiss will contact St. Paul Regional Water Services to test the water for flourine which would indicate a main leak.  Councilmembers Diehl and Bullard will talk to the Board at Lexington Court about the nature and immediacy of the problem.  Weiss has a call in to the Lexington Court Association president to discuss the situation.
- Public Hearing July 9, 2012 – Storm Water Pollution Prevention Program. Weiss explained this is related to the MS4 permit which requires an annual public hearing. 
Clerk’s Report – Mary Schultz
- There were 3 fire calls (not listed on the “Police and Fire Calls Sheet”) in the month of May – one was for a smoke scare, one for medical assistance, and one was cancelled. 
- The fine for the tobacco violation at BP was $75.00 for the licensee rather than $50.00 as reported at the previous Council meeting. Clerk Schulz billed them and the fine has been paid.
- Financial Report – Motion by Councilmember Diehl, Seconded by Councilmember 
Peterson to approve the May Financial Reports. Passed 5-0.
- Tennis Club Site Phase II Update – The Planning Commission Meeting is scheduled for June 18th, the Public Hearing on the same day as the Council meeting, July 9th, at 4:30 pm, with the Council first holding the Storm Water Public Hearing and then taking action on the final concept/development plan for the former tennis club site.
- Population Sign – Schultz asked MnDOT to relocate the city limit/population sign currently located one half mile outside the city on the southwest end of Highway 13 to be closer to the city.  The state will do that at no charge.  Motion Councilmember Diehl, Seconded by Councilmember Lundberg to ratify Clerk Schultz’s request to move the sign and authorize the removal of the sign to the new location.  Passed 5 -0.
- 2010 Population Count – When the 2010 Census numbers were published the City of Lilydale’s population was lower than expected and because local governments are responsible for questioning and challenging census count numbers, Clerk Schultz suggested she could go to the Met Council’s workshop, Local Population Counts and Census, on June 14, 2012.  Motion by Councilmember Lundberg, Seconded by Councilmember Bullard to authorize Clerk Schultz to attend the workshop on changing the population census.  Passed 5-0.
Mayor’s Report – Anita Pampusch
-Lilydaze Planning Update – The sponsorship letter has gone out to all Lilydale businesses and a few have signed up. The Festival will be on Sat. Sept. 15th.
-Forum on Bluff Management. There will be speakers from MnDOT, DNR, and Dakota County Parks to discuss bluff management issues. Our City Engineer, Jeff Weiss will be available to discuss the City’s ordinances having to do with bluff management, and to answer questions. Councilmember Lundberg said she knows of some grants such as one funding a Mississippi Boulevard grant and others that could help with prairie restoration of the bluff. The idea for the forum started when the issues with erosion came up in Spring 2012 by Colony Townhouses. 
There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 6:20 pm.
