Ordinance 2025-03 - The city council recently completed a study of the city’s sanitary and storm
sewer utility rates. Ordinance 2025-03 reflects the storm sewer fee changes that take effect July
1,2025. City administrator Tollefson explained that the surcharge per quarter should be corrected to
"8-20 acres”.

Moved by Councilmember Kleinberg and seconded by Councilmember Kleinman to approve
Ordinance 2025-03 Amending Section 1100.01 of the Lilydale City Code regarding Schedule of
Fees and Charges. Motion carried 5-0.

Minnesota Historical and Cultural Heritage Grant Agreement — City administrator Tollefson
reported the city received a grant through the Minnesota Historical Society. The grant will focus on
oral history interviews, bringing the History Committee one step closer to creating a documentary on
Lower Lilydale. The project start date is July 1, 2025 and ends July 1, 2026. All grant activities need to
occur during this time period. Councilmember Kleinman is the chair of the History Committee and
Ms. Tollefson will oversee the grant activities. A set of questions will be asked of each person
interviewed and modified accordingly. Vicki Albu will see to the preliminary work before the
interviews. A portion of the grant will fund the agreement with Ms. Albu.

Moved by Councilmember Budge and seconded by Councilmember Kleinberg to approve the
Minnesota Historical and Cultural Heritage Grant Agreement. Motion carried 5-0.

Independent Contractor Agreement — Moved by Councilmember Budge and seconded by
Councilmember Cornell to approve the Independent Contractor Agreement with Vicki Albu.
Motion carried 5-0.

City Administrator Announcements - City administrator Tollefson stated the ordinance for the
sanitary and storm sewer rate increase that takes effect January 1, 2026, will be posted on the city’s
website.

Council Comments - Mayor Hanzal attended a meeting with the mayors of Mendota Heights,
Sunfish Lake and Mendota. The quarterly meetings provide an opportunity to talk about individual
communities and working together.

Mayor Hanzal, Jen Koehler and Mary Tollefson are working on additional items to be considered in
seeking grant funds for the drainage program. He anticipates scheduling a work session in early fall.

The St. Paul Yacht Club sent a letter to Mayor Hanzal thanking the city for participating in cleanup
day.

Adjournment - Moved by Councilmember Cornell and seconded by Councilmember Kleinman
to adjourn. Motion carried 5-0. The meeting adjourned at 4:49 p.m.
